FEBS Fellowships to support scientists from Ukraine

FEBS (Federation of European Biochemical Societies) is now offering additional support through its Fellowships
programme for scientists in or displaced from Ukraine.

New 'Ukrainian Short-Term Fellowships' are for active molecular life scientists from Ukraine who have a PhD. The
Fellowships are for short-term visits to a host laboratory for a period of up to 4 months, and have a fixed monetary
value of €12,000 to use for travel to the host laboratory and living subsistence for the duration of the Fellowship.
Their purpose is to specifically help Ukrainian molecular life scientists, given their current situation, to develop
scientific collaborations with host researchers and organizations in FEBS countries, with the hope of attracting
further funding to extend their joint research stay, if required. The collaborations should be of mutual research
interest to both Fellow and host and could involve developing joint research projects, undertaking advanced training,
or employing techniques not available at the usual place of work.

Ukrainian Short-Term Fellowships are specifically for active molecular life scientists who are resident in Ukraine at
the point of application, or displaced from Ukraine as a result of war in the country. They should be a member of the
Ukrainian Biochemical Society or hosted by a scientist who is a member of a FEBS Constituent Society.

1. These Fellowships are for short-term visits to a host laboratory for a period of up to 4 months and have a fixed
monetary value of €12,000 to use for travel to the host laboratory and living subsistence for the duration of the
Fellowship.

2. The purpose of Ukrainian Short-Term Fellowships is to specifically help Ukrainian molecular life scientists,
given their current situation, to develop scientific collaborations with host researchers and organizations in FEBS
countries (countries with a FEBS Constituent Society), with the hope of attracting further funding to extend their
joint research stay, if required. The collaborations should be of mutual research interest to both Fellow and host and
could involve developing joint research projects, undertaking advanced training or employing techniques not
available at the usual place of work.

3. Applicants must have a PhD and at least one recent published paper (within the last 3 years) in an international
scientific journal.

4. Ukrainian Short-Term Fellowships are not awarded for attendance at courses, symposia, meetings or congresses.
5. Ukrainian Short-Term Fellowships are intended to cover subsistence and travel costs to the host lab for the Fellow
only. The daily subsistence allowance is calculated at €100 per day and a non-negotiable fixed amount of €12,000
for a stay of up to 4 months, will be provided.

6. Applications may be made at any time within the 2022 year. If the application is successful the Fellowship can
start as soon as is practicably possible, but should in any case start within 6 months of the Fellowship being
awarded. Any delay will require the authorization of the Chairperson of the FEBS Fellowships Committee.

7. The application process is handled via the online application system for standard Short-Term Fellowships.

8. Completed online applications written in English will be submitted to the Chairperson of the FEBS Fellowships
Committee and will include the following information:

a. An outline of the research proposal, sufficiently detailed, of no more than 1000 words, should include (converted
into a pdf file):

i. title;

ii. nature of the work and outline of the experiments proposed;

iii. why the particular laboratory has been selected, including a list of relevant publications (up to five) from the host
laboratory.

b. A short curriculum vitae with a list of publications in the format of the references required by The FEBS Journal.
Abstracts should not be included.

c. The host acceptance form from the appointed head of the host institute or department, countersigned by the head
of the research group(s) in which the applicant will be working, confirming that the applicant will be accepted to
work at the institute, that its facilities will be made available to him/her to pursue the research proposed and that it
will not ask FEBS or the applicant for any additional research grant, bench fees, or overheads. In addition, the host
or host institute should try to facilitate additional funds if possible to allow the Fellow to remain at the host
laboratory for a longer stay if required. This information should be provided on the official host acceptance form
that can be downloaded from the application system, and should be scanned and uploaded with the other
applications documents.

d. Areferee's letter of support. A letter of support is required from an experienced scientist who knows the
applicant and does not work at the host institute. This letter should be written on headed paper of the referee’s
laboratory. The letter should confirm the applicant is resident in Ukraine, or displaced from Ukraine as a result of
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war in the country. Referees will be provided with a link for direct upload of their letter. Candidates are advised to
notify their referee well in advance.

e. Adated letter from the appropriate FEBS Constituent Society confirming that either the applicant (if possible) or
the host is a member. The letter should be scanned and uploaded with the other documents.

9. Within three months of completion of the Fellowship, Fellows must send electronically to the Chairperson of the
FEBS Fellowships Committee a short report detailing the work done while in receipt of the Fellowship. The FEBS
Fellowship should be acknowledged in any work published relating to the project funded and two reprints of each
article should be sent electronically to the Chairperson of the Fellowships Committee.

In addition, PhD students from Ukraine can apply for Collaborative Developmental Scholarships, an existing FEBS
programme for the benefit of students in certain FEBS countries with HINARI status. Additional funding for more
Collaborative Developmental Scholarships for applicants from Ukraine (resident in Ukraine at the point of
application, or displaced from Ukraine as a result of the war) will be available in 2022. Find details about the
Scholarships here (https://www.febs.org/our-activities/fellowships/collaborative-developmental-scholarships).

Collaborative Developmental Scholarships are for the exclusive benefit of students engaged in research for a
doctoral thesis in certain FEBS countries with HINARI status* who need to visit a well-funded laboratory elsewhere
in Europe for the purpose of carrying out experimental procedures that would be impossible in their home country
because of a lack of resources.

Applications from PhD students working in the following countries will be considered for the Scholarships:

Documentation: A durable factual record is essential to establishing and asserting the truth of Russia’s war on
Ukraine. We are therefore offering support for projects that create and/or disseminate documentation of Russia’s
aggression and Ukrainians’ experiences of the war. Candidates can include journalists, translators, documentary
photographers and filmmakers, as well as scholars in the digital humanities, history, and related fields.

Culture: The cultural sphere has always played a vital role in the Ukrainian endeavor; today, culture has the power
to make sense of the unthinkable and to convey Ukrainian realities to the broader world. We will thus increase our
support for Ukrainian humanities scholars, writers, artists, and public intellectuals whose work grapples with the
entanglement of art and politics and sheds light on the universality of the Ukrainian experience.

Fellowships are awarded as residential, non-residential, or hybrid, according to fellows’ needs and preferences,
lasting from one to six months, depending on the project. They will fall primarily under the auspices of the IWM’s
Ukraine in European Dialogue program but may also include other existing IWM fellowship programs.

Previous academic positions (in chronological order, including location, dates of employment, professional title, and
responsibilities);

A detailed list of your academic publications (journal articles, books, chapters, exhibitions, etc.) including full
citations with the name of publication, authors, title of work, date of publication, and page numbers, if possible;
Other relevant academic work (including supervision of master’s and Ph.D. theses, conference presentations,
grants/fhonors/awards, professional affiliations, etc.).

Academic statement. Please provide a thorough statement detailing your academic and professional background
and experience, including a thorough description of your academic research interests. Please be sure to include a
description of the activities that you have undertaken in your academic positions as well as an explanation of the
activities (research, teaching, publishing, etc.) you would undertake during a fellowship. Your academic statement
should be a minimum of one page.

Personal statement. Please provide a thorough statement explaining why you are applying to 1IE-SRF for support.
Include a clear and detailed account of the threats or risks that you have been facing and the reasons that you cannot
continue your work in your home country at this time. Your personal statement should be a minimum of one page.
Reference letters. 1IE-SRF requires a minimum of three (3) reference letters that contain the elements listed below.
In some cases, additional letters may be requested. Letters from colleagues both inside and outside of your home
country are preferred. Please note that IIE-SRF requires original reference letters. Letters should not use identical
text, and each referee should speak to their specific knowledge of your academic background and/or circumstances.
When possible, please have your referees compose their letters on official letterhead and send them to IIE-SRF
directly at srf@iie.org.

Two (2) academic/professional letters of reference from academic or professional colleagues who can speak in detail
to your research, publications, teaching, or other academic experience. When appropriate, letters should describe
your unique expertise and contributions to specific intellectual issues or questions.

Two (2) personal letters of reference from colleagues or other persons who are aware of your circumstances and can
describe the threats that you have been facing.

A copy of your Ph.D. or highest degree.

Samples of your most current research publications.

If you have already secured a commitment from a university or other institution to host your fellowship, please
provide a letter from the host indicating their intent to host, if you are awarded. Please note that this is not a
requirement.

To begin assessing an application, 1IE-SRF must receive the application form, a current CV, academic statement,
and personal statement. The remaining materials may be sent at a later time.

Please note that all application materials submitted to 1IE-SRF must be original and unique to an applicant’s
particular academic background and circumstances. 1IE-SRF will not accept academic or personal statements that
share identical language with the statements of other applicants to IIE-SRF. Any language or background
information borrowed from the internet or other outside source should be cited to credit the original source.
Spouses who may both be eligible for IIE-SRF and intend to apply should submit applications at the same time.
Please note that if one spouse submits an application after their partner has already been awarded the IIE-SRF
fellowship, we may not be able to consider the second application. While we recognize that spouses may be
experiencing similar circumstances in their home country, IIE-SRF requires each spouse to submit complete, unique
application materials.

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The 1IE-SRF Selection Committee meets to consider applications and award fellowships on a quarterly basis.
Applications are considered in the order in which they are received.

Application Review

IIE-SRF conducts a thorough review of each applicant’s application materials to assess their experience, the quality
of scholarly work, and the nature and urgency of the threat in the applicant’s home country. In doing so, IIE-SRF
may contact the applicant’s references and/or other sources, such as independent experts on the applicant’s academic
field, country of origin, or the particulars of the reported threat. (IIE-SRF will never share identifying information
about an applicant without their permission.)

In many cases, I1E-SRF will follow up with an applicant directly for additional information about their academic
work and/or their situation in their home country, in order to gain a full understanding of their scholarly background,
individual circumstances, and need for the 11E-SRF fellowship.

Because of high demand for IIE-SRF assistance, the program is not able to grant fellowship support to all applicants
who meet the minimum eligibility requirements

The German Research Foundation supports refugee researchers in applying for a position at a German research
institution under the existing Walter Benjamin Programme (see form 50.10, www.dfg.de/formulare/50_10/). The
aim of the funding is to integrate them into the academic system in Germany. Proposals may be submitted under this
programme from all disciplines, and you are free to choose the subject of your research.

It is a requirement of the programme that you reach an individual agreement in advance with a research personality
at the host institution where the project is to be conducted as to how you can be supported in this project and in your
further career.

Funding is provided for a research project lasting a maximum of two years to be pursued in Germany through
financing a position in the postdoc category (so-called Walter Benjamin po-sition). If you are successful, you will be
employed at a research institution — financed by the DFG — and the research institution will be your employer.

In addition, an allowance of €250 per month will also be provided for direct project costs, travel expenses and
publication costs (but not grey literature). Should the appropriate publication of your project findings call for a book
format involving high production costs, the relevant funds can be granted additionally.

The remaining funds necessary to carry out the project must be provided by the host insti-tution or host researcher.
a. a) The regulations set out in section | 3 of the programme guidelines (DFG form 50.10) apply, but in this
case there are no restrictions with regard to the career phase. This means that here, proposals can also be submitted
by those who are no longer in the early postdoctoral phase.

The funding measure is intended to enable integration in the German academic sys-tem, so proposals are not
accepted from individuals who already hold a comparable position in the academic system in Germany.
Furthermore, proposals are not accepted from those who have already received other funding as a refugee researcher
in Germany.

b) In addition, the applicant must be a refugee researcher within the meaning of this meas-ure. This is the case if the
following criterial are met: = you have not been outside your home country for more than three years at the time of
application and

= you have residential status in connection with an asylum procedure within the EU and are recognised as being at
risk, or

= you are able to present credible third-party evidence of being at risk no more than 12 months prior to proposal
submission, e.g. documentation provided by the Scholars at Risk Network (SAR) or Council for At-Risk Academics
(CARA).

Interested researchers should contact potential
host institutions in Germany that can then make an application.

Who is eligible to receive a Philipp Schwartz Fellowship?

Researchers who are demonstrably at risk — irrespective of discipline and country of origin — are eligible for
sponsorship under the Initiative. At-risk status can be verified either by a residence status in the context of an
asylum-granting procedure within the EU that confirms a recognised threat or a credible threat assessment issued by
a third party, such as the Scholars at Risk Network (SAR) or the Council for At-Risk Academics (CARA), within
the previous 12 months.

Candidates for a Philipp Schwartz Fellowship must, moreover, fulfil the following criteria:

have completed a doctorate or comparable academic degree (PhD, CSc or equivalent); in the case of legal or
medical doctorates, provide evidence of equivalence to a research PhD

Researchers who have already received sponsorship under the Philipp Schwartz Initiative or who have access to
residence in safe countries due to dual nationality or other circumstances (e.g. marriage to an EU citizen) are not
eligible for sponsorship; the same applies to German citizens. Multiple nominations of one and the same individual
by various potential host institutions are not permissible.

Grants totalling 2 million euros for Ukrainian (Belarussian and Russian) scholars
The Gerda Henkel Foundation is making funds available for scholarships abroad and for humanitarian assistance

The Gerda Henkel Foundation is making grants totalling 2 million euros available for Ukrainian scholars. The
funding will be spread across three pillars: Up to one million euros will go to the Philipp Schwartz Initiative, an
Alexander von Humboldt Foundation programme for researchers threatened by war or persecution in their home
countries. Up to 500,000 euros will be allocated to the non-profit organization MitOst e.V., which is busy
coordinating humanitarian assistance measures in Ukraine and its neighbouring countries. A similar sum of 500,000
euros will be made available for an in-house scholarship programme with which the Gerda Henkel Foundation is
initially reaching out to persons who have in the past received or are at present receiving grants, with the intention
being to make it possible for them to stay at research institutes and universities in Germany and Europe.

This initiative is aimed not just at Ukrainian citizens but also at researchers from Russia and Belarus who for
political reasons are no longer allowed to work, are being threatened, or have to leave their country. “For all the
justified anger and sorrow in the face of Putin’s brutal war of aggression, we should not forget that in Russia and
Belarus there are also many scholars who at great personal risk have spoken out against the policies of their
government,” emphasizes Dr. Michael Hanssler, Chairman of the Gerda Henkel Foundation Executive Board: “We
have received truly moving messages from Russian scholars who have asked us to reassign project funding still due
to them and send it instead to Ukrainian colleagues. This solidarity is remarkably courageous and an expression of
the fact that Russian politicians are encountering increasing pushback from within their own population, too.”

With the assistance of the Philipp Schwartz Initiative scholars who face considerable and persistent personal dangers
can instead continue their work at German universities and research establishments. The Alexander von Humboldt

Emergency Fellowships for Ukrainian Researchers

The Israel Academy of Sciences and Humanities expresses its grave concern over the continuously deteriorating
situation in Ukraine. We convey deep solidarity with our counterpart, the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine,
and with the entire academic community in Ukraine, and are particularly worried about the well-being of our
colleagues and their families in the midst of the devastating invasion by the Russian Federation. Our hearts are with
the Ukrainian people in these tragic days, and it is our hope that this terrible situation will soon come to a peaceful
end, for the benefit of all.

As an immediate response, we are offering to fund up to ten Emergency Fellowships for Ukrainian Researchers
throughout the year, to allow them the opportunity to continue their scientific work in Israel.

The application process will take place solely through the rectors of Israel’s universities.
The funds will be distributed from the Academy to the universities, for them to directly support the researchers.

The fellowships will be for the duration of up to three months, with an option for an extension of two more months.
The fellowships will cover international travel costs for the researcher, and lodging and living expenses, up to a total
of at most 25,000 NIS (ca. 7,600 USD) per researcher for the three-month period.

Eligibility
I. The fellowship program is open to candidates of Ukrainian Nationality who reside in the Ukraine at the time of
their application or who left the Ukraine after the start of the invasion by the Russian Federation in February 2022.

I1. The fellowship program is open to candidates from all academic disciplines.
I11. The candidates must hold a PhD degree.

IV. The candidates should be researchers affiliated with a Ukrainian university or research institute, or members of
the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine.

V. Candidates are required to have been accepted as visiting researchers at one of the following Israeli universities
(in alphabetical order): Ariel University, Bar-llan University, Ben-Gurion University of the Negev, Hebrew
University of Jerusalem, Open University of Israel, Reichman University, Technion-Israel Institute of Technology,
Tel Aviv University, University of Haifa, Weizmann Institute of Science.

The fellowships will be awarded based on academic excellence, without regard to religion, gender, age or ethnicity.

Submission Guidelines

The following material should be submitted by the rector of the host institute, in English, in a single PDF file per
candidate, in the following order:

1. Letter of commitment on formal letterhead to host the candidate for up to 3 months.

University of Lodz will offer scholarships for Ukrainian researchers

University of Lodz is working on a competition as part of which the best Ukrainian researchers will receive
scholarships funded by the university. This is a response to the appeal of Ukrainian universities for support for the
local academic community.

The programme will allow for the arrival to Poland of both recognized and promising researchers from Ukraine
holding at least a doctoral degree, who will strengthen the scientific potential of the University of Lodz, join the
ongoing scientific activities, especially research projects and teaching.

Financing will be based on funds from the 2% increased subsidy for the University of Lodz for its participation in
the Excellence Initiative - Research University competition. Currently, the rules of the programme are being
elaborated. They should be completed by mid-March. Since the beginning of the Russian Federation's attack on
Ukraine, the University of Lodz has been organising various forms of support for its Ukrainian community. This is
both material assistance (a special account, collection of things) as well as psychological help or free Polish
language learning.Several dozen families of Ukrainian students, who were forced to leave their homeland and came
to Lodz after 24 February, are currently staying at the Lumumby student campus. They are being looked after by
300 volunteers who have registered with the Academic Support Centre of the University of Lodz.

Ukrainian citizens can apply for funding to facilitate carrying out their research in Sweden during, or in connection
with, the ongoing war. The research shall be conducted at a Swedish university or at one of the research institutes of
the Academy. Expenses that can be covered by the scholarship include e.g. living expenses, travels as well as other
costs that may be associated with temporarily relocating to Sweden.

The application shall include a short description of ongoing research (maximum 2 pages), CV, budget, and an
expected timeline for the visit to Sweden. Up to 20.000 SEK per month can be applied for. The application should
be accompanied by a letter from an authorised representative of the Swedish host department confirming that they
will offer space.

This Call is directed exclusively to Ukrainian nationals that arrive(d) to Sweden during 2022. The grant covers a
research period in Sweden for up to three years, at a Swedish university or research institute.

Introduction: SSF is an independent research foundation whose statutes include establishing cooperation networks
nationally and internationally.

Purpose: The purpose of this program is to give an opportunity for Ukrainian nationals to find professional refuge
in Sweden and to be able to continue their line of research in a safe environment at a Swedish university or research
institute.

How the program works: The researcher must be a Ukrainian national, that holds a PhD, arriving in Sweden
during 2022 and must be employed by a Swedish university or research institute during the project period. All kind
of employment options are allowed from temporary positions such as postdocs and guest professors to more
permanent positions, such as faculty professors. The researcher must conduct strategic research within one of the
Foundation’s statute areas; Natural Sciences, Engineering, and Medicine. The grant will be paid to the Swedish host
institution being a Swedish university or research institute that provides appropriate employment and administers the
grant. The duration of the project can be up to three years in total. A letter of Intent (Lol) must be submitted by the
host institution in Sweden. SSF will fund approved projects with maximum MSEK 3.The funds are primarily
intended for the salary of the Ukrainian scholar, but any excess funds may be used for this individuals needs such as
travel, conferences, and research consumables. 35 percent overhead cost on the direct costs is allowed.

The application must include a research plan including, research challenge, description of state of the art, who the
Ukrainian researcher will cooperate with, and description of the strategic relevance of the proposed project.

The Ukrainian researcher is the applicant (submits the application and reports the approved project to SSF) and the
host organisation is the administrative organisation (receives and administers the grant).

Guidelines for Scholars at Risk Applications

The SNSF offers financial support for the placement of scholars at threat through Scholars at Risk (SAR), a non-
governmental organisation based in New York, whose Swiss members are associated in SAR Switzerland. While
this support can be applied for via the Scientific Exchanges funding scheme, the requirements are not identical with
those of a regular research visit under this scheme. This document therefore provides guidance on how to complete
and submit a SAR application.

1. Eligibility and prerequisites

In general, funding opportunities are only available to scholars who have passed the evaluation process of Scholars
at Risk and who have a hosting arrangement at an institution that is a member of SAR Switzerland (see
https://www.scholarsatrisk.org/sections/sar-switzerland). An application for financial support of a Scholars at Risk
placement must be submitted by the Scholars at Risk coordinator at the institution that intends to host a scholar at
threat in order to be eligible. This requires the SAR coordinator to be registered on mySNF (www.mysnf.ch).

Scholars from Ukraine immediately affected by the current crisis are exempt from the requirement to undergo the
Scholars at Risk evaluation process. This includes researchers that have either fled Ukraine very recently due to the
war or who are currently abroad for a short duration (e.g. research visit, field work) and cannot return; it excludes
researchers who live outside Ukraine and who have a permanent position or residence permit abroad. However, all
other requirements and criteria still apply, and applications still need to be submitted by a Scholars at Risk
coordinator in Switzerland.

by a SAR grant cannot be employed on a SNSF-funded project; if they are, their funding would have to come from
the budget of that project.

For the application itself, documentation providing the following information is required:

- Confirmation by SAR that the scholar in question has been assessed and fulfils the eligibility criteria

- CV of the scholar in question

- Documentation providing details on the place (department, institute) and planned duration of the placement as well
as on the support that the host institution provides to the scholar, including any terms of the invitation that the host
institution and the scholar have agreed upon; this may include an invitation letter from the host institution

- Documentation on the financial requirements for the placement (see below: Requested funding — Finanzieller
Bedarf — Besoin financier)

- Details on the planned research or other scholarly activity during the SAR placement

- Summary of the requested funding

Standing with Ukraine: supporting academics and students

As we stand with Ukraine in these difficult and concerning times, here's an overview of our fellowship and
scholarship support available to academics and students who are at risk as a result of the war in

Ukraine.

Warwick IAS Visiting Fellowships

Since its inception, the Institute of Advanced Study has operated Visiting Fellowships schemes, which help the
university to create links with researchers from around the globe who will enrich the academic life of the University
and help us achieve our strategic aims. We now welcome nominations at any time from Warwick colleagues on
behalf of academics who are at risk as a result of the war in Ukraine.

The schemes offer funding for travel, accommodation, some living expenses, research and administrative support.
While the application process is streamlined we note that a visa is commonly required, and at present this latter
process takes several weeks to complete.

In addition to receiving nominations via this route, we are working with Cara (the Council for At-Risk
Academics) - experts at supporting vulnerable academics into fellowships - with whom we have
worked closely in the past.

Sanctuary Scholarships

The University's Sanctuary Scholarships schemes will remain open. We welcome applications from prospective
Undergraduate, Postgraduate Taught and Postgraduate Research students who are at risk as a result of the war in
Ukraine

Visiting fellowships allow the university to create substantial links with researchers and other high-profile figures
from around the globe who will enrich the academic life of the University and help us achieve our strategic aims.
The 1AS visiting fellowships provide a mechanism to achieve this and to support long-lasting collaborations with
researchers around the world.

Our visiting fellowship schemes allow our academics to invite researchers who are already established in an
academic career, or make connections outside academia, as well as providing a mechanism to host outstanding
postdoctoral researchers to facilitate the development of a fellowship application based at Warwick.

We welcome nominations from Warwick colleagues on behalf of academics who are at-risk as a result of the war in
Ukraine.

The first step is to contact a Warwick colleague about completing the nomination.

We are currently able to organise ‘holding places® in EU countries where visiting academics could wait for
completion of UK visa procedures. Warwick colleagues - please contact IAS.

We are also developing opportunities with CaraLink opens in a new window, the Council for At-Risk Academics.

UCL has launched an Academic Sanctuary Fellowship Scheme to support academics being displaced as a result of
the crisis in Ukraine following the invasion by the Russian Federation. UCL will work in partnership with the
Council for At-Risk Academics (Cara), with whom the university has a longstanding partnership, to maximise the
support.

Cara works with UK universities to place academics who are in immediate danger, forced into exile, or the many
who choose to continue working in their home countries despite serious risks.

Fellowships will be for a period of between 12-24 months, depending on individual circumstances.

UCL has a long history of meaningful academic partnership with Ukraine. UCL researchers have co-published more
than 200 papers with almost 60 Ukrainian partners over the last five years and have academic links in areas
including biological and medical sciences, physics and astronomy. UCL’s School of Slavonic and East European
Studies (SSEES) in particular has very strong connections with Ukraine.

The university is also continuing its work with Cara to support at-risk academics to join UCL as Fellows from other
countries and locations, in addition to Ukraine.

UCL Ukraine Response Fund

A UCL Ukraine Response Fund has been established to provide much-needed financial support for all of UCL’s
response initiatives. In addition to the Academic Sanctuary Fellowship Scheme, it will give lifeline support to
current students impacted by the crisis through immediate access to assistance grants and enabling critical support
packages for both current and incoming students over the course of the next academic year.
